Our first ACK newsletter is here! 

Looking back at 2008 
The first American Corner 
(AC) in Kazakhstan started 
operation in 2003 in Ust-
Kamenogorsk. Since then, 
eight Corners have become 
fully operational. The ninth AC 
in Kostanai opened its doors 
on October 1, 2008 (the official 
opening is envisioned at the 
end of May; watch for a spe-
cial report in the next issue!). 
 
The total number of visitors 
and new users rocketed to 
some 37,500, and nearly 500 
programs and events took 
place in the course of the last 
year!  
 
There were  many truly out-
standing programs in 2008. 
Just to name a few: the official 
opening of Aktobe AC in April 
2008; the mock ñElections 
2008ò project, which took 
place at all ACs in Kazakh-
stan; and the Christmas  Char-

ity project at ACs in Kara-
ganda, Uralsk, and Kostanai. 
The first regional U.S. ex-
change program alumni con-
ference, which took place at 
the Aktobe AC in August also 
proved to be a success. 
 
Ten representatives from 
seven ACs (Aktobe, Almaty, 
Atyrau, Karaganda, Petropav-
lovsk, Shymkent, Ust-
Kamenogorsk) participated in 
the regional AC workshop, 
ñBetter Programming at the 
American Corners,ò which was 
organized at the U.S. Em-
bassy in Astana July 30-
August 1, 2008. There were 
27 representatives from Af-
ghanistan, Kyrgyzstan, Mon-
golia, Tajikistan and Kazakh-
stan, including two IROs from 
Washington and Vienna. The 
subjects varied from marketing 
and fundraising to writing re-
ports and learning IT-tools like 

Web 2.0-Facebook and Li-
brary Thing.  
 
We started developing a web-
site for all ACs in Kazakhstan  
(www.amcorners.kz), which 
will be hosted on a local server 
and where information regard-
ing each Corner and a sub-
scription form for new users 
will be available. This will be a 
powerful AC promotion tool in 
the age of information technol-
ogy, also useful for rural areas 
outside major cities. 
 
In all, it was a very successful 
year, and we look forward to 
implementing the new ideas 
and projects at our American 
Corners and expanding the 
circle of our friends !

This was an address from 

the World Wildlife Fund 

(WWF), the organizer of the 

global action Earth Hour 

2009, to the people of our 

planet.  This year, WWF 

was striving to reach the 

target of one billion votes, 

which would be presented to 

world leaders at the Global 

Climate Change Conference 

in Copenhagen 2009. This 

meeting will determine offi-

cial government policies to 

take action against global 

warming, which will replace 

the Kyoto Protocol.   

 

In 2009, Kazakhstan partici-

pated for the first time in the 

Earth Hour action, among 

other 82 countries. The 

Mayor of Astana agreed to 

switch off lights on the 

Baiterek and other Astana 

landmarks, many businesses 

throughout Kazakhstan ex-

pressed their willingness to 

join by switching the lights 

off. A WWF partner in Ka-

zakhstan, Decenta Public 

Fund, organized a flash mob 

on the campus of Eurasian 

University.  He, together 

with his small but enthusias-

tic team, coordinated a 

group of around 200 stu-

dents, who first formed the 

number 60 (the official 

Earth Hour logo) and then 

transformed themselves into 

the letters KZ, 

representing the 

Republic of Ka-

zakhstan. Young 

people felt very 

excited to be a 

part of this ex-

traordinary action.  

The U.S. Embassy provided 

financial support to the or-

ganizer to print promotional 

posters, ads, and to prepare 

articles with the Earth Hour 

logo for the flash mob action 

and also ñvoted earthò by 

switching off some lights at 

the embassy compound.

More than 60 high school 

students from across the city 

came to the initial project 

meeting. The project is part 

of a Global Classroom Initia-

tive proposed by Peace 

Corps Volunteer Blake Kent, 

which encourages local Eng-

lish teachers and local volun-

teers to use their English  

courses as an opportunity to 

discuss global and social 

issues.  

 

Several local English teach-

ers and local volunteers are 

participating in the project. 

The duration of the program 

will last from February to 

June 2009. 

 

The students who are able to 

attend a majority of the pro-

ject sessions will  

receive a certificate. 

 

The project goals are to see 

students work as teams, to 

allow out students to ac-

quire knowledge  

about global issues and 

international perspectives, 

to allow participants to 

overcome the psychological  

and language barriers in 

multilingual public speak-

ing, and to strengthen the 

connection of the American 

Corner with the students, 

who, without doubt, will be 

friends and users of the 

American Corner in the 

years to come.

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Info-Caravan is a special 

program initiated at the Ust-

Kamenogorsk American 

Cultural Center in 2005. Its 

goal is to deliver informa-

tion to rural regions and, 

thus, expand outreach. Due 

to its success, this program 

also has started at AC Kara-

ganda.   

 

ACC Ust-Kamenogorsk  has 

implemented a number of 

highly interesting Info-

Caravan projects outside the 

city. ACC staff, in coopera-

tion with Peace Corps vol-

unteers, have traveled to 

various locations outside Ust

-Kamenogorsk.  

 

Only in year 2007, they 

reached out to seven provin-

cial towns and villages, 

sharing the library and ACC 

resources with 850 pupils 

and teachers. Last year, 10 

such Info-Caravans took 

place, meeting with some 

300 people. The text below 

describes Info-Caravan in 

detail. 

 

On January 29, 2009, Info-

Caravan's route led to the 

central library in the village 

Molodezhoe, where the ACC 

staff presented a traveling 

collection of 41 books, con-

sisting of ACC resources, 

presented a demo-version of 

sites for English teachersô 

needs, and offered a get-

together with a native Eng-

lish speaker.  

27 participantsðEnglish 

language teachersðcame 

from almost every village of 

this 9,610 km² region. They 

confirmed that Info-Caravan 

met their needs, and it was a 

good opportunity to enrich 

their lessons, as well as in-

spire students to work inde-

pendently.  

PC volunteer Jamie Teijero, 

currently working at the 

East-Kazakhstan State Uni-

versity, offered teachers a 

number of educational ac-

tivities for their English les-

sons. The participants 

worked with Jaime enthusi-

astically and were happy 

with the results.
